The Present Continuous serves to express:

1) actions going on at the moment of speech;
2) actions going on during a more or less definite present period (not necessarily at the
moment of speech), which:

a) are typical of all times;

In these cases the verbs in the Present Continuous are as a rule modified by always,
ever, constantly, forever, continually, etc.

Occasionally the Present Continuous is used:
A) in subordinate clauses of time in situations describing some repeated actions
(instead of the Present Indefinite to add emotional coloring);

1. The Present Perfect names accomplished actions (single, recurrent) as well as states of
some duration, which are viewed as part of the present situation. The speaker's/writer's
attention is focused on the connection of these actions with the moment of speaking or
present period of time, and the fact of the accomplishment or result of the actions is the
thing that matters. The circumstances, under which the actions occurred, are treated as
unimportant for (or even ignored by) the speaker/writer.
a) In many situations the time of the action may not be mentioned.
b) When the time of the accomplished action is given, the sentence carries an adverbial
modifier that denotes a period of time that is not over yet, e.g. lately, of late,
recently, today, this week/month/year|/afternoon, etc.

NOTE If the penod of time is over or reference is made to a particular past point
within the period, the Past Indefinite is used:
"I didn't call him this afternoon," Mary told me that night.
We talked to the boss this week on Tuesday.
They were at the station today. (the adverbial modifier of place implies a
past period).
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2. The Present Perfect is used with a) statal and b) some dynamic vetbs of durative
meaning to express actions, which began in the past and continue into the moment of
speaking or up to it. In this case, either the whole period of the duration of the action or

its starting point is mentioned in the sentence (or in the broader context). The exceplion
to this is some interrogative sentences.

NOTE I. The Present Perfect is used with dynamic verbs when the speaker/writer
underlines the very {act of the accomplishment of the action (see also the
Present Perfect Continuous ay the bottom of this page)

NOTE 2. The Present Perfect is preferable to the Present Perfect Continuous in
negative sentences with dynamic verbs when the stress is laid on the negation

of the action itself and not on its character, frequency, duration, etc. (see also
the Present Perfect Continuous p. at the bottom of this page)

The Present Perfect Continuous serves to name:

1) an action which began before the moment of speaking and continues up to it, that is, the
action is not going on at the present moment any more;

2) an action which was in progress quite recently and its effects tell on the present situation
in some way. Unlike the above-mentioned Case 1, such actions are, as a rule, not

associated with any precise time limits though the speaker/writer may occasionally use an
indication of a recent period of time or the adverb just.

3) actions permanent or repeated during a certain period. This period began in the past but
includes the moment of speaking. In case of a series of repeated actions, each of them
began and finished before the moment of speaking.

4) an action that began at some past moment and is still going on at the moment of
speaking.

NOTE: Some statal verbs, which are not supposed to have progressive forms, may
admit of the Present Perfect Continuous forms, e.g.:
Do sit down. I have been hoping to have a talk with you.
I've been hearing a lot about your new job.

In negative sentences the Present Perfect Continuous is found when the speaker/writer
does not lay stress on the negation of the action itself, but refers the negation to the
circumstances attending the action:

They haven't been selling many computers recently.

(= they have been selling computers but not many)

The rate of the American doliar hasn't been falling for the past two weeks.

(= it's for the past two weeks that it hasn't been falling)
