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creating anxiety specifically about their work, and 3) triggering emotional responses
to classroom events.

At the same time emotional states have the potential to influence and to
energize students’ thinking. For example, students learn and perform more
successfully when they feel secure, happy, and excited about the subject matter [1].

Emotions are important in the classroom in two major ways. First, emotions
have an impact on learning. They influence students’ ability to process information
and to accurately understand what they encounter. For these reasons, it is important
for teachers to create a positive, emotionally safe classroom environment to provide
for the optimal learning of students. Second, learning how to manage feelings and
relationships constitutes a kind of “emotional intelligence” that enables students to be
successful and to understand oneselves and others [2].
